Financial Institution in Agriculture and Rural Sector, 
NABARD shoulders the responsibility of human resource 
development of Plls through training and capacity 
building. The Institute has a team of committed Faculty 
Members who have specialized in economics, finance, 
project appraisal, behavioural science, banking law and 
practice, management and organisation development and 
bank supervision. BIRD is headed by a Joint Director who 
is a senior level Officer in the rank of General Manager of 
NABARD with vast experience and exposure both National 
& International. Over the years, the Institute has developed 
expertise in imparting quality training and conducting on­
location customised bank specific programmes. On an 
average, every year, the Institute trains about 2700 
bank/NGO/SHG officials, students of Visva Bharati 
University, BC/BF etc., through various In-house and On­
location programmes.

HIGHLIGHTS OF THE PERFORMANCE OF BIRD, 
BOLPUR DURING 2017-18 

(I) MajorHighlights 
i. BIRD Bolpur had conducted 88 programmes comprising 

58 In-house and 30 On-location programmes. 
ii. Total number of participants in various programmes was 

2384 comprising of 1452 in In house and 932 in On­
location programmes. 

iii. Total Number of Trainee Days was 7032 comprising 4245 
under In-house and 2787 under On-location. 

iv. Average participation per programme was 27. 
v. Agency wise participation in respect of all the programmes 

conducted by BIRD, Bolpur from CBs, RRBs, . CCBs, 
NABARD and others was 1%, 27%, 29%, 8% and 35% 
respectively. 

vi. State wise participation under various programmes stood 
at 63%, 7 %, 14%, 5%, 1%, 9% and 1% in respect ofWest 
Bengal, Bihar, Jharkhand, Odisha, Chattisgarh, North 
Eastern States and others (A & N Islands). 

vii. BIRD Bolpur had conducted 18 Priced programmes during 
the year while the remaining 70 programmes were 
sponsored in nature (sponsored by various Departments of 
NABARD, HO). 

viii. During 2017-18, some of the priced, Bank Specific and 
customized programmes were conducted for Bangiya 
Gramin Vlkash Bank, Jharkhand State So-operative Bank, 
Manipur Rural Bank etc. under In-house and On-location 
programmes. 

ix. One seminar each for the CEOs of StCBs & CCBs & 
Chairmen of RRBs was conducted by BIRD, Bolpur 
during the year. 

x. During the year BIRD, Bolpur conducted 02 On-location 
and 01 In-house programme on Financing of FPOs with 
additional Faculty Support from NCDEX. 

XI. During 2017-18 BIRD Bolpur conducted some new 
programmes like Payment System On-boarding & card 
Management, alternative Delivery Channel­
NEFT /RTGS/Internet & Mobile Banking.
